I n todayõs business 

economy where com-

panies are looking at 

ways to cut costs and 

survive, one may look at ISO and ask òdo we really 

need this?ó  There are real costs to maintaining regis-

tration to an ISO standard, but the savings can easily 

offset these costs many times over.  

ISO 9001 is a Quality Management System.  When you 

hear this, you generally think of the quality of your fin-

ished product and, at the end of the day, that is im-

portant, however it really is the quality of the entirety 

of your systems and operations.   

Practicing ISO 9001 requires you to have a controlled, 

documented system of your processes from the re-

ceipt of a purchase order through the delivery of your 

finished product.  It has a requirement for tracking 

and reviewing all occurrences throughout the system 

where there is a failure or where one has been identi-

fied as a possible failure.  By performing the proper 

investigation and review of a failure or possible failure 

it reduces the chances for a similar failure in the future 

and therefore improves the overall quality of your sys-

tem.  

The system requires regular internal audits of each 

area of the operation.  This is where your internal team 

reviews the work of different areas and ensures all 

policies, requirements and procedures are being met.  

If any area is found to be out of compliance, correc-

tive actions are required to be documented and im-

plemented in a timely manner.  Many times issues can 

be discovered and addressed internally.  Finding 

these issues internally, documenting them and imple-

menting a permanent solution is really what it is all 

about.  When this is being done, the system is working 

and the benefits of ISO will be recognized.  

The system also requires external audits by a licensed 

registrar.  This would be the company who issues you 

your registration certificate.  You will typically have the 

choice of doing a partial audit twice per year or a full 

audit once per year.  The external audits will be look-

ing for the same thing as the internal audits, only this 

time any findings are documented by the auditor.  

You are still required to document and implement cor-

rective actions in a timely manner, however, if any-

thing is found seriously out of control, your continued 

registration may be delayed until the issues are ad-

dressed.  

When properly prac-

ticed, ISO 9001 will re-

duce waste of time and 

materials, help resolve 

reoccurring issues, en-

sure proper receipt of 

goods ordered, reduce 

errors in the workplace 

caused by miscommuni-

cation, promote safety, 

good housekeeping 

and organization and 

improve the overall bottom line of your business.  

ISO 14001 is an Environmental Management System.  

The system requires you to continuously review the im-

pact of your processes on the environment, docu-

ment and implement solutions to reduce the impact 

of your processes on the environment and comply 

with all applicable environmental regulations.  

There are many areas of waste that can be identified 

and reduced.  Issues can be as small as something like 

office paper or lunch room disposable utensils to 

something as large as waste oil from a process or con-

verting to a renewable energy.   

Like ISO 9001, ISO 14001 requires you to document ar-

eas identified for improvement and implement per-

manent corrective actions for resolution.   

In both standards there are certain definite require-

ments, but as you build your own system, you can cus-

tomize it to your specific needs and necessary appli-

cations.   

Both of the standards are recognized internationally 

and many companies require that you have one or 

both of these standards in order to do business as a 

qualified supplier.   

In todayõs very competitive business environment, reg-

istering, complying and properly maintaining the ISO 

9001 and 14001 standards can give you the competi-

tive edge your company needs.
